Guidelines

e  Contributions in Italian or in English should be submitted preferably as an
e-mail attachment in Microsoft Word format. The text of the manuscript
must be preceded by a brief summary (approx. 10 lines) in English for
Italian texts and in Italian for English texts.

e Although longer articles may be considered for publication, a length of
7000 words (about 15 printed A4 pages) is set as general guideline.

e The article should be supplied with a cover page on which only the title of
the article, the author’s name and address and professional affiliation
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appear. The article itself should then start on the subsequent page, with the
title and summary (about 100 words).

Manuscripts that do not adhere to the house style of the journal will not
be considered.

Style Sheet

Typescripts, in their final draft, should have double spacing and occupy
one side only of a page of about 2000 strokes (about 30 lines of 65 strokes
each). It should be clear from the manuscript which words or parts of the
text are to be set in italics, in block capitals or in small print.

Quotations in the body of the text longer than 5 lines should be indented
and in single spacing. Omitted text should be indicated by an ellipsis (three
dots in square brackets). The corresponding numbers are affixed as
superscripts, without parentheses after the full stop. References should be
in brackets and follow the punctuation.

Bibliographical details of references should be provided either in the
bibliography or in footnotes. The bibliography, if used, should be arranged
alphabetically, as follows:
